Kunsan Air Base: Arrival Information

WOLF PACK INPROCESSING

In preparation for your arrival at Kunsan, ensure you hand carry the sealed yellow package given to you when out processing your current base. This package must remain sealed and is required upon arrival at Kunsan.

SPONSOR

We recommend you ask for a sponsor at least 90 days before you depart your present assignment. Contact the Intro monitor in the military personnel flight at your current base. The Intro program manager will help you get a sponsor. Once you receive your orders, forward a copy to your sponsor.

IMPORTANT NOTE:  Kunsan and Gunsan are the same words when written in Korean.  However, Kunsan usually refers to the USAF base and Gunsan refers to the City that is about 8 miles northeast.

FLIGHT INFORMATION

Due to the elimination of the Patriot Express service on 1 Oct 2005 all personnel PCSing to Kunsan AB will arrive at Incheon International Airport (ICN), located about 25 miles west of Seoul, Korea.  

CUSTOMS/IMMIGRATIONS 
After arriving at ICN you will go through Immigrations and then Customs.  Normally the paperwork for both will be filled out on the airplane prior to your arrival.

AFTER ARRIVAL AT INCHEON INTERNATIONAL AIRPORT

ICN is a very large airport but relatively easy to get around.  Most of the information is written in English and Korean.  If you have time before your departure they have several American and Korean fast food restaurants.  

Please keep your sponsor informed of all travel arrangements/times. Due to the mission at Kunsan, sponsors may not be able to meet incoming personnel at Incheon. Be sure to read the information below regarding bus service to Kunsan, since there are no commercial flights to Kunsan.
BUS SERVICE FROM AIRPORT

After departing the customs and immigrations area at Incheon IAP you will come out into the main arrival lobby.  If there is no one there to meet you proceed to the Joint Reception Center counter located at Gate 14.  After arriving in the lobby area turn right and continue walking until you see the Joint Reception counter; DSN 315-723-8621 or Commercial 011-82-2-7913-8621. The representative there can advise you on bus service. 

MILITARY BUS SERVICE

Kunsan Community Activity Center provides a bus from ICN departing ICN daily, leaving ICN at different times during the day  The Kunsan bus is called the Wolf Pack Wheels and has a sign in the window that indicates Incheon --- Kunsan.  This bus departs from Gate 14.
One-Way Leisure Traveler Rate = $27.50 or $25.00 AMP (E1-E4) = “leave or pass only”
One-Way Official Traveler Rate = $51.50 all rank/grades = “TDY, PCS in-out, including WP Wheels travel associated w/ leave in conjunction w/ TDY or PCS in-out” 

Note: 

WP wheels official traveler rates are completely reimbursable to the member 
Osan's Community Activity Center also provides bus service from Incheon IAP to Osan AB, seven days a week. Buses leave Incheon at various times. The $20.00 fee is reimbursable. The Bus also departs from Gate 14 near the Joint Reception Center counter.   After arriving at Osan you can catch the Wolf Pack Wheels bus, at the Osan ITT (across the street from the BX parking lot) to Kunsan AB
The Joint reception Center has current bus schedules to assist you with your travel needs. (DSN 723-8621/5586 or Commercial 011-82-2-7913-8621/5586)

These bus schedules will be posted on the Kunsan Web page, as will updates.

COMMERCIAL DIRECT BUS SERVICE TO GUNSAN 

If you desire to ride a commercial bus to Gunsan City please inquire at the Joint Reception Center at Gate 14.  The commercial direct bus departs Incheon Airport for Gunsan City at 0820, 1140, 1340, 1620, 1840, and 2120, the ride takes 3 hours and 40 minutes. The cost is 16,000 Won. (you will need to exchange about $40.00 into Korean money (won) while in the airport lobby.  From the Gunsan terminal you can catch a taxi for about 15,000 Won; just tell the driver to take you to Kunsan Air Base.  
WOLFPACK IN-PROCESSING

Once at Kunsan, you will report into your unit and they will schedule you for your initial Inprocessing at the Base Theater. You will then receive your required appointments, and several short briefings to make your transition to Kunsan smooth. During this time, you will be greeted by the wing commander, group and squadron commanders, the command chief master sergeant and first sergeants. After the briefings, the Military Personnel Flight (MPF) will assist you with opening and taking inventory of your records. 


This process occurs through Friday. This is a MANDATORY appointment. Please do not make any appointments during this week.  If you have questions, please feel free to contact MPF Customer Service, DSN 315-782-7308, your sponsor, or your unit Commander's Support Staff.
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
